Everyday Clothing (see dress code):  
� Sports/Play Clothes for 6 actives days 

� 8-10 t-shirts  
� 8-10 pairs shorts  
� 10-12 pairs of socks  
� 10-12 pairs of underwear  

� Pajamas  
� 1 night game outfit- usually long black 

sleeve/pants (youth/teen weeks) 
� 1 nice outfit for banquet (optional) 

 
Outerwear and Warm Clothing:  
� 1 raincoat/umbrella/poncho 
� light jacket or sweatshirt  
 
Shoes:  
� 1-2 pairs of sneakers (ones that can get 

dirty) 
� 1 pair of shoes that can get wet  
� Water shoes, flip flops or shower shoes  

 

Bath and Toiletries:  
� 2 bath towels and washcloths  
� Shower items and toiletries 

(toothpaste, toothbrush, shampoo, 
soap, deodorant, etc.) 

� Sunscreen 
� Bug spray 

 
Water Activities: 
� 1-2 one-piece swimsuit or swim trunks 

(see dress code) 
� 2 beach/pool towels

Bedding: 
� 1 pillow/pillowcase 
� 1 set XL-twin sheet set  
� Warm blanket and/or sleeping bag 

(cabins have central air condition) 
 

Cabin and Bunk:  
� Bible  
� Notebook  
� Pen or pencil  
� Bible/chapel bag (optional) 
� Laundry bag 

 
Optional Items: 

� Hat 
� Camera 
� Water bottle  
� Flashlight  
� Pen, notebook paper, stamps 
� Medications. All meds should be 

checked into the nurse on arrival. 
We ask that it comes in the original 
container. You do not need to bring 
over the counter medications, we 
have these available.  

 * What not to bring: 
• All money should be deposited into 

your account or locked in the office 
• Tobacco/vaping products 
• Illicit drugs, Alcohol 
• Matches, lighters, fireworks 
• Weapons 
• Electronic devices 
• Gum 
• Things that may destroy camp 

property (e.g., spray paint, silly 
string, gum)
